Janet. 

I asked him, “How is Janet?”  He replied, “Janet hasn’t worked in four months. She broke her leg in in 

four places and can’t leave the house.” Then he said, “we are hungry!”  I told him, “I work at the Carty 

Cupboard food pantry each week, I will get you food by Wednesday afternoon.” 

The next day I called Nancy Spencer and told her about their need. She said she would pack up food 

and I should gather items being offered on Wednesday for the family.  I called Phil Johnson and he 

kindly agreed to help me bring the food back. 

On Wednesday we gathered the food, and I took it to the Nasiah’s.  Janet and Edward couldn’t thank 

me enough. I only wish I had known long before I did. 

God uses us sometimes to connect a supply (Nancy Spencer and the crew of Carty) to a need (the 

Nasiah’s in this circumstance), a blessing for me too.  What a wonderful God Moment!
